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With the body of a rabbit, the antlers
of a deer, the wings of a pheasant,
and some badass fangs, the
Wolpertinger inhabits the moonlit
forests of Bavarian folklore.

Sightings of a similar creature in
the Karangahake Gorge are as yet
unconfirmed, but it makes a fine
mascot for this strong maibock
lager, rich and golden with fruity
hoppiness, which pairs well with
tall tales and fond memories.
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
